completion of late summer/early Fall. 

 
• As part of Illuminating 2030, there will also be work undertaken over the next 
 months (into the Fall) to develop an online learning framework (to be renamed 
 – digital learning), with anticipated engagement of the Senate Teaching and 
 Learning Committee and perhaps Senate Curriculum Committee (as applicable 
 given the committee terms of reference).
