The Minor in Legal Studies is a new 18 credit program that will enable students
from non-law programs to supplement their primary field of study and to
enhance their employment opportunities. It will also provide a background to
students at the undergraduate level who may be interested in continuing their
legal studies at the graduate level.

On discussion, a concern was raised that the proposal seemed to be directed
more to business students and students who are already in the Legal Studies

are eligible for the 15 credits upper level courses will be listed clearly so that
there is clarity for students regarding which courses they can choose from
rather than have to find them on their own and that interest is expected to grow
with students beyond the School of Business.
