Attendance is mandatory. Students who miss more than 10% of class time will
not receive credit for the course.

Students who miss a concert will have to provide a written doctor’s certificate,
which verifies that the student was physically unable to attend the concert.
Students who miss the concert and do not have a valid medical excuse will receive
a grade of 0% for the concert.

Students are personally responsible for all music provided to them. Any
markings on the music are to be made only in pencil. Students will be required
to pay for music that is lost or damaged. The cost will be 100% of the
replacement value plus a 50% service charge. Students failing to return music
will have their marks suspended and will not be permitted to register for any



other Capilano University classes until they have returned the music or paid
their fines.
