CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

This course focuses on each student’s ability to make safe leadership decisions, perform surf
landings, and launches, and provide a high level of client care and instruction. Students may
achieve industry certification(s) in sea kayaking if industry certification requirements are met.
Students may also earn Outdoor Council of Canada Overnight Field Leader (paddling) and Sea
Kayak Guides Alliance of BC Assistant Overnight Guide certification.

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e Submitting of a substantially similar assessment by two or more students, except in
the case where such submission is specifically authorized by the instructor.

Fraud: Creation or use of falsified documents.

Misuse or misrepresentation of sources: Presenting source material in such a way as to
distort its original purpose or implication(s); misattributing words, ideas, etc. to someone
other than the original source; misrepresenting or manipulating research findings or data;
and/or suppressing aspects of findings or data in order to present conclusions in a light
other than the research, taken as a whole, would support.
