DUTIES/RESPONSIBILITIES

participants

e Arrange for a substitute instructor from approved list of substitutes if unable to teach assigned
hike. Notify Campus Recreation Programmer of any changes to availability in advance to avoid
cancellation of classes.

¢ Maintain a safe environment and report any trail problems or safety concerns to the Campus
Recreation Programmer

e Ensure all participants have completed their registration and filled in the appropriate waivers

e Accurately report attendance for weekly classes.
